The results of this report show that the 
number of sales are well below last year’s performance for the same time period, yet the prices have increased for 
the same period. Now, it must be understood that there is still an entire summer of sales between these two dates 
and last summer the prices again increased from last spring.  So what does this all mean? It may mean nothing at all  
- just a slow start to the year since it was a long winter and the spring has remained chilly - BUT it may also be an 
indication of things to come.  We all know that the pricing increase cannot continue indefinitely and after the large 
price increase surges we have seen, there normally comes a downturn. It always takes a bit of time for the shortfall 
in buyers to balance to pricing and the sales happening are still reflective of those higher prices after the escalation 
of last summer.  It holds true that if there is a shortage of buyers, (and this continues) and the supply of listing 
remains constant or increases, then we are sure to see the prices soon reflect that slower activity in the very near 
future. The market then turns from a Seller’s Market to a Buyer’s market. Some agents in my trading area feel we 
are already there, but I feel it is too early to make that prediction. Currently, the upside is there is a limited supply 
of good listings – however this limited supply is starting to increase as the weather gets better. If this continues – 
along with the shortage of buyers – well, you know what that means. A buyer’s market! 
 Yes, I have heard the television reports about a hot market – however real Life – ear to the street – daily 
activity tells me what the reality is and unless things change – you could see prices drop!  We all know that the 
market will stop, but no-one knows when that will be.
